Inspect the Battery Cabinet
Inspect the cabinet for any signs of 
obvious damage. If damage is 
visible, do not proceed. File a 
damage claim with the carrier 
immediately and send a copy to:

Install the Battery Insulating 
Plates
NOTE: Only on UPS models with 
terminal block battery connectors.
Do not reverse the polarity of the 
battery cables.

IMPORTANT! Before connecting the 
battery cables, ensure that the 
battery breaker on the rear of the 
battery cabinet is open (Off).
1. Connect the ground wire (PE) 

to the ground screw on the 
rear of the UPS.

2. Place the battery cable ring 
lug on the terminal block, add 
the insulating plate, then insert 
the screw and tighten to 
30 lb.- in. torque.

3. Repeat Step 2 for each 
terminal-block connection: 
battery +, battery neutral, and 
battery –).

Insulating Plates
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Connecting 3U Cabinet 
Systems
Each battery string is made up of 
two battery cabinets that are 
connected to the UPS in parallel.

1. Connect a single battery 
cabinet system.
Refer to the illustration, “Cabling 
3U Cabinets in Parallel,” above, 
and connect the UPS-to-
battery cable to Connectors A 
on each battery cabinet in the 
battery string. 

2. Connect the 
communication cable.
Connect to the communication 
port on the UPS and 
Communication Port 1 on the 
first battery cabinet.

3. Connect the first string of 
additional battery cabinet 
systems. 
Connect a battery-to-battery 
cable to Connector B on the 
first cabinet in the previous 
string, and to Connector A on 
first cabinet in the additional 
string.

4. Connect the second 
string in additional 
battery cabinet systems. 
Connect a battery-to-battery 
cable to Connector B on the 
second cabinet in the previous 
string, and to Connector A on 
first cabinet in the additional 
string.

5. Connect the 
communication cable.
Connect to Communication 
Port 2 on the first cabinet in the 
previous string to 
Communication Port 1 on the 
first cabinet in the second 
string.

6. Close Breakers.
When connections are 
complete, close the battery 
output breaker(s).

Cabling 3U Cabinets in Parallel
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Connecting 2U Cabinet 
Systems
Each battery string is made up of 
two battery cabinets that are 
connected to the UPS in parallel.
1. Connect a single battery 

cabinet system.
Refer to the illustration, 
“Cabling 2U Cabinets in 
Parallel,” above, and connect 
the “Port-B” end of the battery 
cables to the battery ports on 
the UPS.
Connect the “Port-A” end of 
each cable to Connector A on 
each battery cabinet in the 
battery string. 

2. Connect the 
communication cable.
Connect to the communication 
port on the UPS and one of the 
communication ports on the 
first battery cabinet.

3. Connect the first string of 
additional battery cabinet 
systems. 
Connect a battery cable to 
Connector B on the first 
cabinet in the previous string, 
and to Connector A on the first 
cabinet in the additional string.

4. Connect the second 
string in additional 
battery cabinet systems. 
Connect a battery cable to 
Connector B on the second 
cabinet in the previous string, 
and to Connector A on the first 
cabinet in the additional string.

5. Connect the 
communication cable
Connect a cable between the 
RJ-45 communication ports 
between each battery cabinet.

6. Set the DIP switches.
Referring to the DIP Switch 
illustration, above, and the 
table, above right, set the DIP 
switch on both cabinets in 
each additional string.

7. Close Breakers.
When connections and DIP 
switch settings are complete, 
close the battery output 
breaker(s).
